This Week in ABC… August 18 to 22, 2008


“Welcome to School”

This week we will begin our work on the following skills: 

· Identifies self as a boy or girl:

· Refers to self as boy/girl.

· Places own name card in boy/girl column in center.

· Joins correct line when directed to join either all boy/girl line.

· Sorts and classifies photos of self and classmates as boy/girl.

· Provides and states first and last name:

· Says name in get acquainted activities.

· Tells teacher name to write on class work.

· Recognizes name card that states both first and last name.

· Identifies parent’s first and last name:

· Draws family and states name of each member.

· Uses family names in conversation.

· Identifies age:

· Says “I’m this many” (holds up correct number of fingers).

· Says how old he/she is when asked.

· Says how old he/she will be on next birthday.

· Tells date of birth.

· Demonstrates independence in personal care:

· Washes hands without assistance.

· Takes care of toileting needs.

· Brushes teeth without assistance.

· Find and puts on own jacket.

· Hangs up jacket and belongings upon arrival.

· Buttons/unbuttons, zips/unzips, snaps/unsnaps clothing.

· Separates from parents by appearing comfortable and secure without a parent:

· Uses a routine to manage the transition from home to classroom.

· Says goodbye to parent without distress.

· Shows pleasure at seeing teacher or other children.

· Gets involved in activities when parent is gone.

· Says “See you tomorrow” to teacher and classmates.
Also this week, your preschooler will be busy learning about the school rules and procedures.
